Paper 1: Reading and Use of
EngliSh 1 hour 30 minutes

There are seven parts to this paper:

» Part 1: four-option multiple-choice cloze - one short
text with eight questions

- Part 2: open cloze - one short text with eight questions

» Part 3: word formation - one short text with eight
questions

+ Part 4: key word transformations - six separate items

- Part 5: Four-option multiple choice - one long text
with six questions

+ Part 6: gapped text - one long text with seven questions

- Part 7: multiple matching - one long text or several
short texts with ten questions

There are 53 questions overall. For Parts 1-3, each correct
answer gets one mark, for Part 4 each correct answer gets
up to two marks, for Parts 5 and 6, each correct answer
gets two marks and for Part 7, each correct answer gets
one mark. Total number of marks = 72.

The texts come from a wide range of sources, including
magazine and newspaper articles, non-fiction, academic
publications and literature.

EXPERT TASK STRATEGY (ALL TASKS)

+ Watch the time carefully. Allow yourself 5-10 minutes
for tasks 1-4 and 15-20 minutes for tasks 5-7. Once
you have finished each task, move on straightaway to
the next one. Make sure you answer all the questions
and if you have time at the end, quickly check through
your answers.

« For all the text-based tasks, read the heading and skim
the text quickly to understand the general meaning.
Read the rubric carefully before starting the task.

Part 1: multiple-choice cloze

This is a four-option multiple-choice task with eight
gaps, based on a text of between 150-170 words. The
focus is on vocabulary, which may also be tested within
the framework of collocatiens (e.g. freedom of the press),
fixed phrases (e.g. off the beaten track), idioms (e.g. a
twelve-year stint), complementation (the structures that
follow different types of verbs), phrasal verbs (e.g. stand
up to) or semantic precision (choosing the correct word
for the context).

EXPERT TASK STRATEGY

+ Some options have similar meanings but are used in
different contexts or collocate with different words.
Consider the exact meaning and use of each option
carefully before deciding which word fits the context.

» Look carefully at the words that come before and after
the tested item. The correct word might be followed
by a particular preposition or particle.

+ Once you have made your choice, read through the
completed sentence together with the word you have
chosen. If it is wrong, it may not 'sound’ right to you.

Part 2: open cloze

This is a task with eight gaps, based on a text of between
150-170 words. The focus is mainly on an understanding
of grammar but there may also be some testing of
vocabulary. The missing words may include prepositions
(e.g. in, on, against), verb forms (e.g. being), pronouns (e.g.
they, this), conjunctions (e.g. as, because, when), etc. and
may often form part of a set phrase, a lexical chunk ora
phrasal verb.

EXPERT TASK STRATEGY

+ Read through the whole text quickly to get the general
idea, before you start trying to find the missing words.

+ After reading the text, complete the gaps, looking
carefully at the context of the sentence and the
paragraph to help you.

+ Do not use contractions.

+ Once you have completed the gaps, read the text
through again carefully and check that your answers
accurately reflect the overall meaning of the text.

Part 3: word formation

This is a task with eight gaps, based on a text of between
150-170 words. The focus is on vocabulary and the
formation of words from a stem, making use of affixation
(prefixes and suffixes), internal changes and compound
words, There may also be a grammatical element
(plurality, verb tenses, participles, etc.) to the changes that
need to be made. Some of the words you have to form
may be part of fixed expressions or callocations.

EXPERT TASK STRATEGY

* In order to find the correct word, remember to read
each sentence in the context of the paragraph and the
text as a whole,

- Use your knowledge of grammar to understand
what part of speech the missing word is (noun, verb,
adjective, adverb) and think through the range of
possible affixes, including particles and negative prefixes
or suffixes.

+ Look carefully at the way the sentence is constructed to
decide whether the missing word should be positive or
negative. Look for evidence of antithesis (two opposing
ideas).

* When the stern presents several possible derivatives,
look at the context carefully to check that you have the
derivative with the correct meaning.

* Remember that more than one change to the stem
word can often be required.
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Paper 2: Writing (1 hour 30 minutes)

There are two parts to this paper:

*Part 1 is a compulsory essay.

« Part 2 consists of a choice between five guestions. The
task types may include an essay, a review, an article, a
letter and a report.

The instructions clearly specify the type of writing, the

target reader and the purpose for writing, and each

question carries equal marks. Candidates should read the
instructions carefully, as an answer must include all the
relevant information in order to receive a good mark.

Part 1 is based on input material consisting of two texts of
approximately 100 words each. The texts are on the same
topic and each one has two clear main points. The texts
may present opposing or complementary views and may
be extracts from newspapers, books, magazines, online
source material or could be based on guotations made
by speakers during a discussion. The question instructions
are standard, and candidates are required to write an
essay summarising and evaluating the key points in the
texts.

Article - This should be written in a suitable style for
publication in an English-language newspaper, magazine
or newsletter. You will need to convey information
through your article, and your answer may need to
include examples of descriptive, narrative, evaluative or
anecdotal language.

« Organise your article in a way that it will have maximum
impact on the reader, particularly if it is semi-formal.

* Plan your article carefully. Include an introduction that
will make the reader want to read further and a suitable
conclusion, The conclusion can also include a rhetorical
question to the reader.

Report - Make sure you organise your answer carefully
into paragraphs with sub-headings, which address all the
points specified in the question.

+ A report will include mastly factual information but you
will also be able to bring in some of your own ideas and
experience,

+ Give your reason for the report in the introduction
and include a summary of what you have said, plus a
recommendation in the conclusion.

Review - When analysing the question, consider the kind

of language you need to use in your answer. This may be

narrative, descriptive, explanatory or evaluative.

+ Think of sub-topics and core vocabulary connected with
the subject of the review.

* Think of appropriate adjectives/adverbs to express praise
or criticism.
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* Plan your review and decide how to arder your points.
Give your review a title.

* A good review is an interesting and informative review.
Remember that, based on what you say, your readers
will either go and see that film, read that book, go to
that restaurant or not!

Letter - This will be a response to a situation specified

in the question and may contain a narrative element,

requiring you to describe a persanal experience or it may

be largely factual. Some other possible genres might be

letters of complaint or advice.

+ Make sure you use a range of appropriate language.

+ Include appropriate opening and closing phrases for
letter-writing,

- Ensure that your language is at the correct level of
formality to suit the context.

Essay - Make sure your main paragraphs make a main

point, give examples to support the peint, then reinforce

that point.

» Clarity and a logical presentation and organisation of
ideas are essential for essay-writing.

+ Spend 5-10 minutes planning the outline of your essay
before you start writing. In this way, your essay will flow
much better.

Set text — Questions may be any of the task types

mentioned previously and will specify which aspects of

the text you should focus on, e.g, character development

or significance of events,

* You should not attempt this task if you have not read
the prescribed text.

+ Make sure you restrict your answer to the aspects
outlined in the question.

* Part 1: three-option multiple choice - three short

Part 1: multiple-choice questions

For this part, you will hear three short, unrelated extracts
from monologues or exchanges between interacting
speakers. Each extract has two three-option multiple-
choice questions. You may need to identify the speakers
feeling, attitude, opinion and purpose; agreement
between speakers, gist or detail,

EXPERT TASK STRATEGY

- Read the context sentence and then the questions
before you listen. Think about the type of text you will
be listening to and the specific information (opinion,
detail, etc.) you will be listening for,

* Consider the speaker’s attitude to what they are talking
about: how they feel, what their opinion is,

+ Listen also for expressions of agreement or
disagreement between interacting speakers.

- Remember that what you hear will not be using the
same words as are in the questions.

Part 2: sentence completion

In this part, you will hear a monologue which may be part
of a talk, lecture, speech or radio broadcast. You will have
to complete nine gapped sentences which summarise the
main points in the audioscript. You must identify specific
information and stated opinion that you hear.

EXPERT TASK STRATEGY

- The sentences you are given summarise the information
from the audioscript text, but use different words and
expressions. The sentences give an autline of what you
can expect to hear.

* Before you listen, read through the gapped sentences
carefully, to identify the kind of information you are
looking for. Try to predict the missing word or words.

* The words you have to write are the exact words you
will hear on the audioscript, although they may come in
a different order. The target words are concrete pieces of
information, and so are usually nouns or neun phrases.
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- The first time you listen, try to understand where
the relevant information appears for each question,
Listen out for discourse markers and topic shifts in
the audioscript that relate to the sentences. Then
focus on the target language the second time you
hear the script.

- You will hear other answers that could logically fit the
gap but that are not the correct answer. Check the
sentence carefully to see which answer is correct,

- Once you have completed the task, read through
the completed sentences to make sure they make
sernse.

Part 3: multiple choice

This partis an interview or discussion between two or
more speakers. There are five four-option multiple-
choice questions, and the focus is on identifying gist.
detall, attitude, opinion and inference.

EXPERT TASK STRATEGY

As for Part 1 but in this part you should also listen for:

- attitudes and opinions which are stated indirectly by
the speakers

+ cues in the audioscript that should signal the next
question

- discourse markers that indicate a change in topic,
speakers attitude, or agreement or disagreement
with another speaker’s view

- words and phrases in the audioscript that have a
similar meaning to the options. Be careful, as some
options contain words from the script but the
meaning of the whole sentence is different.

Part 4: multiple matching

This part contains five short monologues on a related
theme. You must complete two tasks containing

five questions each. Each task requires you to
choose from a list of eight options. The focus is

on interpreting gist, main points, attitude and the
context. You will hear the rubric on the audioscript
but not the options.

EXPERT TASK STRATEGY

+ Before you listen, read both the task rubric and
options carefully, to understand what the task focus
is and what information you need to listen for,

* The first time you listen, complete task one, and the
second time you listen, complete task two.

* You will hear similar ideas expressed by some of
the speakers. However, only one of the options
will accurately match the ideas expressed by each
speaker. Look back at the task rubric as you listen to
rernind yourselves of what type of information you
are listening for.

Paper 4: Speaking (16 minutes)

- Interaction is vital in this part of the Speaking paper. Aim to
achieve a balance with your partner, by actively encouraging
each other to speak in the following ways:
1 When you make a point, finish by asking for their
agreement or opinion.
2 Respond to what they say by commenting on it, then
adding another point.
- Aim to give your opinion clearly and succinctly. Your goal is
to express yourself within the time limit, conclude your turn
and move on by including your partner.
