Audrey Pirog talks about her first triple-jump competition

‘I want you warming up. Do some bounding on the grass while you wait to sign in.” It was Paula, our
coach. I wasn’t too keen on this idea, knowing it would only tire me. My eyes met those of my three
fellow triple-jumpers. We all sighed in agreement, all wanting to conserve our energy. Nobody moved.
What’s more, | needed to qualify for the state championships. It was all I could think about. I had to
jump twenty-nine feet, six inches to do this.

The sun was bright in the cloudless sky as I looked down the runway to the sand-filled triple-jump pit.
Sounds of feet pounding on the track and cheers filled the air. I closed my eyes and tried to imagine
it; the perfect jump. I’d only recently taken up this event and wished I’d had more practice. It’s so
much more than a hop, skip and a jump. It’s a take-off. The announcer’s voice boomed, ‘All triple-
jump girls please sign in now.” About nine of us meandered down to the pit where he was holding a
clipboard and measuring tape.
